Essays are 250 words, will cover the topics of your Christian service, your Character, and your
Leadership as it relates to your experiences at DBU and will include personal examples. Use this
essay form as a guideline — do not write on this paper.

Submit in typestyle no larger than 12 point, with margins at least 1” and spaced no more than
double line.

Be sure to include your full name and your student ID at the top of your essay.
